Awards: Ribbons to 5% place all divisions. Management reserves the right to break ties. This is a series over 3
shows — special awards to the overall highpoint in all divisions. High point riders will be determined via a golf
score — must participate in at least 2 shows to be eligible.

Show committee: The show committee reserves the right to cancel or split classes; limit class size; change
arenas; limit the number of rides & number of horses per rider; and cancel or add judges. The show committee
also reserves the right to refuse any entries. Every horse entered for competition will comply with the rules of
the horse show management, but management will, in no case, be responsible for any loss or damage that may
occur, and it shall be condition of entry that each exhibitor shall hold this horse show and the officials and
employees of the show blameless for any loss or accident to his horse, employees, equipment, which may occur
from sickness, fire or otherwise.

We follow USEF/WDAA rules for judging our classes. Please inquire about attire and
saddlery if you have any questions. Show attire is not required.
No dogs are allowed on the show grounds.
